SYSTEMS OF OPPRESSION
(These terms are constantly evolving, deeply personal, and vary greatly across cultural and age lines. The following is only one set of answers, and does not represent the full range of answers or experiences that exist)
Racism: refers to various belief systems maintaining that humans can be separated info various groups based on physical attributes and that these groupings determine or influence cultural or individual achievement or the essential value of human beings. Racism often includes the belief that people of different races differ in aptitudes and abilities, such as intelligence, physical prowess, or virtue. Most individuals who use the concept of racial categories believe that different races can be places on a ranked, hierarchical scale.

Sexism: commonly considered to be discrimination and/or hatred against people based on their sex rather than their individual merits. Can also include: the belief that one sex is better than another, the belief that all people are either male or female, that hatred of males or females, and limited ideas about gender and sex

Classism: any form of prejudice or oppression against people who are in, or who are perceived to as being like those who are in, a lower social class (especially in the form of lower or higher socioeconomic status) within a class society. It is similar to social elitism. 

Homophobia: fear of, aversion to, or discrimination against homosexuality, members of the LGBTQQ Community, or those perceived to be LGBTQQ. It can also mean hatred of and disparagement of homosexual people, their lifestyles or cultures, and/or their sexual behaviors and is generally used to assert bigotry. Opposition to same-sex activism on religious, moral, or political grounds may also be referred to as homophobia. 
Gender Binary (Transphobia, Intersex Discrimination): masculinity=male, femininity=female. Transphobia refers to various kinds of aversion towards transsexuality and transsexual, or transgendered people. It often takes the form of refusal to accept a person’s gender expression.

Ageism: bias against a person or group on the basis of their age. Originally referred to as bias against the elderly, but is also used when talking about youth. The actual age limits of these two groups are vague.

Body Norm (Ableism, Sizeism, Differently Abled Discimination): refers to discrimination or bias against those with physical disabilities. The presumption that everyone is non-disabled is said to be effectively discriminatory in itself, creating built environments which are inaccessible to disabled people.
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
