E.P.O.

Emergency Protective Order

5-7 days

Free

Police grant if they witness violence (or if contacted right after the incident).

There must be an immediate threat (physical harm, extreme stalking, sexual abuse).

· Can be temporary “kick out order” from an apartment, if anyone is on the lease

· “Stay away”: 100 yards of distance required.

· “Harassment”: no contact (does not apply to a workplace or place of worship, if previously shared)

Process usually takes 12 hours.



T.R.O

Temporary Restraining Order

1-3 Years

Free (plus cost of service $25-50)

Requires paperwork, legal service, and court appointment.

There must be a romantic-sexual history or roommate relationship.

· Can be temporary “kick out order” from an apartment, if anyone is on the lease

· “Stay away”: 100 yards of distance required.

· “Harassment”: no contact (does not apply to a workplace or place of worship, if previously shared)

· Journal basic history of abusive patterns with details, brevity. Include injuries, medical records, arrests.

· If TRO is violated, survivor might be needed to call the police, in order for it to be effectively enforced.

· Person must be very sure; hanging out with perp. May nullify TRO.

· Person with the TRO can tell the police not to arrest but to remove (if there are visible injuries, it will be out of your control, goes to the DA).

· Cannot get a permanent TRO without a TRO. Must get TRO first; ask after you serve the perp.

Process takes 1-2 weeks by self or by CUAV.

At CUAV:

1. intake

2. paperwork

3. serve perpetrator (cost $25+)

4. court

H.O.

Civil Harassment Order

3 years

Cost $190 unless there has been physical harm, or direct threat of physical harm, then there’s no cost.

Economic waivers are also possible for very low-income people.

· Not necessary to have a romantic-sexual history

· “Stay away”: 100 yards of distance required.

· “Harassment”: no contact

· Harder to get

Process takes 1-2 weeks.

Workplace Harassment Order

3 years

· Cost $190
· Can be applied for by an employer to cover all employees from harassment by a hostile person.

Process takes 1-2 weeks.

CRIMINAL STAY AWAY

1-2 Years

· With an arrest, charges pressed, for domestic violence or hate violence
· Less hassle and paperwork
Process takes 1-2 weeks.
Please encourage anyone intending to file a restraining order to come into CUAV for assistance.
